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Area Overview

DoDEA-Americas, headquartered in Peachtree City, Ga., is composed of five districts, with 63
schools located on 16 military installations in the United States, Puerto Rico, and Cuba. DoDEA-
Americas employs approximately 4,100 people, and more than 26,000 students attend the Area’s
schools.

Since the days of Army frontier
posts, U.S. military installations

have established their own
schools when adequate public
education was not available 1

in the local area. The first of
these schools was West Point
Elementary School, established
prior to 1816 and authorized by
Congress in 1921 to serve the
children of personnel residing
on the West Point Military
Reservation who serve the
United States Military Academy.
West Point Elementary and
West Point Middle schools still
thrive on the scenic Hudson a0

River. -

To be eligible to attend the DoDEA-Americas schools, parents and
guardians must be either active duty military or full-time permanent
Department of Defense (DoD) civilians and must reside in permanent
installation housing. Each

of our districts follows the § R

local education activity’s '
(LEA’s) calendars as closely
as possible allowing siblings,
who may attend other
schools off the installation, to enjoy the same holidays. School
administrators, counselors and teachers provide invaluable support
to students during times of multiple deployments and subsequent
reintegration.

From West Point Military Academy located approximately 50
miles north of New York City to the rolling hills of horse country
surrounding Fort Knox and Fort Campbell, to the milder climates
of the Southeast, DoDEA-Americas schools provide ready-made
classrooms for field trips and student enrichment. The areas are
steeped in history, from the Revolutionary War through the Civil
War and the present, with museums, churches, monuments and
plantation homes all brimming with good old Southern hospitality.
